Progression 
Students taking Theatre Studies as Minor are strongly advised to take HUM 2360 
Introduction to the Art of Theatre as the foundation course first before they progress to the 
free elective component (3 other courses from the list: one from practical cluster, one from 



theoretical cluster, one from either). The other required course HUM3160 Artistic Creativity 
and Aesthetics Awareness should be taken in their second or final year of study.
